Concern is growing relating to the combined impacts of clear-cut logging in intact forests, oil and gas development and other industrial activities in Canada’s Boreal ecosystems. This panel will address relationship of the fast pace of industrial development to Canada’s international obligation to protect its forest carbon stores and to help human communities and natural ecosystems adapt to the impacts of climate change that are already being felt. The panel will explore the ecological, social and livelihood implications of the Boreal forest, a critical carbon storehouse, as a defense against climate change. A growing number of organizations and scientists are looking at the complex role that Boreal forests have to play in climate change, prevention, mitigation and human and ecological adaptation. This panel includes speakers from the perspective of science, policy, indigenous communities and advocacy to discuss the role of Boreal forests in combating climate change and in moving forward on implementation of the UNFCCC.
